All abstracts submitted to the STAD’26 conference should be formatted using either this template or according to the guidelines stated below. The abstract should be sent in PDF format according to the directives stipulated in the conference website: http://colloquecrm.ddns.net/ before the specified deadline.

The abstract must be written in English language using single line spacing and should be completed within 1 page of A4 size paper (210×297mm).  The Times New Roman font in 11-point size must be used throughout the document.  The Left and Right margins should be set to 2.54cm each. 

The abstract should contain the following items in this order: Title, Authors, Authors’ Affiliations, Email address of Corresponding Author, Keywords, and Main Text: 

1. The abstract title should be concise, written in lower case (with capitalized first letters), and using the styles bold and centred.  A blank line should be inserted after the abstract title.
2. Authors’ names should be centred and listed with first and last names.  The names should be separated by commas and the presenting author must be marked with an asterisk (*) after his/her name.
3. Authors’ Affiliations should be placed on the next line (without a separating blank line). They should be in italic, centred, and separated by semicolons.  The affiliations should include: the name of the organization/institute and the country.  Superscript numbers should be used as keys to correspond names to organizations. The numbers should appear after the authors’ names and also before each affiliation.
4. The corresponding and presenting author’s email addresses should be added on the next line. They should be in italic, centred, and underlined. A blank line should be added after the emails.
5. The list of keywords, separated by commas, should be placed afterwards. The title “Keywords:” in bold should be placed before the list, which should not exceed 5 keywords. A blank line should be added after the keywords list.
6. The abstract main text should follow without inserting the word "abstract" before it. In the main text the paragraphs should be separated by a blank line and the alignment should be Justify without indent of the first line.  The main text should clearly indicate the research area, main results, and contributions. It can also include Figures and Tables of good quality and high resolution if they would enhance the quality of the manuscript.  It is recommended to avoid long introductions and descriptions.  The specific purposes and findings of the research work in comparison with past works should also be clearly stated and described.
